Love in a Time of Terror

I n the conclusion of a document entitled, “A Resolution on Violence, Religion and Terrorism,” the General Assembly of
the PCUSA, meeting in Richmond, Va., in 2004 observed:

“There is every probability that the future will be characterized by experiences of escalating vulnerability.
That probability is consistent with a biblical worldview that assumes both good and evil increase in their
intensity with the passage of time. The premise that underlies the modern belief in progress—that good-
ness increases and propensity for evil decreases over time—has been called into question by terrorism.
This is not to say we are in the millennial moment when the final conflict between good and evil is taking
place. To believe that is to open the door to actions that could have enormously destructive consequences.
What it does say is that we should not expect to overcome evil by actions aimed directly at doing so sup-
pressively— actions we might be tempted to make as surrogates of God in history. As the stakes get higher,
the obligations of fidelity get greater and the possibilities of effecting transformation are both more mo-
mentous and demanding.

This means that in dealing with terrorism there is need for a heroism of patience that is just as demand-
ing as a heroism of action, for a prudence of steadfastness that is just as important as the pursuit of expe-
dient strategies, for a willingness to approach others in trust that is at least as important as the need to
defend one’s self. We are called to a discipleship that trusts God even more than to exercise a shrewdness
that is founded only on what seems humanly prudent.”

ﬁ s the church budget is developed by the Session with the help of the Finance Ministry, it is being recognized that
there will be approximately $20,000 less in income for 2016. Session had hoped to increase mission gifts in 2016, but now
finds that no increase will be possible. To maintain the same level of giving in 2016, other areas of the budget will be re-
duced, and we expect that it will again be necessary to use some of our reserves. Any additional Estimates of Giving re-
ceived will be used to improve this situation.

The gifts (and estimates) by our faithful members and friends are greatly appreciated. It is recognized that many have tak-
en a step up and are giving sacrificially. Still others, due to their circumstances, are giving sacrificially although the amount
is either the same or decreased from past years. Their sacrifice is appreciated.

Session recognizes the vitality of the congregation and their continued emphasis on mission giving. The continued efforts
to attract new members will help to increase our mission giving in the future.
