The Session met in its regular monthly
meeting on May 10. The meeting was
opened with a devotional and prayer by
Judi Weeter. She reminded us, through
a very touching story, that what we do can
have a significant impact on others, so we
need to ensure that our actions are positive.

The Clerk noted the welcoming of
Barbara Pickwoad into the member-
ship of Trinity on May 1, and that Don and
Sabra Boelke have transferred their
membership to Green Mountain Presbyteri-
an Church in Lakewood, Colorado.

The Session approved the presen-
tation of the Building HOPE Campaign to
the congregation on May 22, 2016, with an
opportunity to make donations to follow.
The Building HOPE Campaign is a program
of the Presbytery of Western North Carolina
to establish endowments for the purpose of
providing support for mission work in Mala-
wi, Camp Grier, and educational scholar-
ships in Guatemala.

The Session reviewed the analysis
that has been done on the Hannan Fund,
which supports the music programs of Trini-
ty. The analysis estimated that, at the cur-
rent rate of spending, the fund will be ex-
hausted in about six years from now. This
means that the Hannan Committee will
need to carefully budget their use of the
funds, and review their priorities.

Session Notes

The Session /
received a presentation

and demonstration about how large video
screens could be used in the sanctuary to
enhance the worship experience. Follow-
ing a discussion, the Session approved the
installation of three video screens in the
sanctuary, subject to funding from non-
budget sources. The Session also ap-
proved the installation of two security cam-
eras covering the front and side entrances
to the church.

Finance Ministry reported that the year-to-
date through April financial results for Trini-
ty are positive to budget. The year-to-date
expenses are below budget by about
$7,400. Year-to-date donations are about
$8,600 above budget, but that has resulted
from some 2015 estimate of giving (EOG)
donations being received in 2016, and
some early 2016 EOG donations made at
the end of 2015 which were recognized in
2016. This means that the going level of
donations being received in 2016 on a
monthly basis are less than anticipated, so
there could be problems later in the year
unless the rate of monthly giving increas-
es.
